On Oct. 26, 1950, I was born in Long Beach, CA.  We stayed there just about a 

year when my dad, who was flying, was transferred to Burlington, Mass., where 

we remained until I was almost 5.  My dad had a heart attack which grounded him, 

but he landed an engineering job with Sylvania, and then transferred to Sunnyvale, 

CA where I grew up. Unfortunately, my dad passed away when I was 10.  

 

My brother taught me a lot about the world, but I never learned to fish until I was 

married in 1971, right after I graduated from nursing school and college.  My hus-

band was in the Air Force and I worked as a nurse. We camped and fished (with 

lures and salmon eggs) with our 2 children, until his death in 1987.  When Dennis 

died, the kids were 11 and 14 and I was offered a great job here in Fresno. We left 

Truckee and moved here, and it was here that I met Phil. Phil and his best friend, 

Richard Jenne, a member of the Fly Fishers for Conservation, introduced me to fly 

fishing, and I liked it so much that I never looked back.  Before we even married, 

Rich invited us to a banquet (22 years ago).  I thought I would be nice and bought

$10.00 of raffle tickets. Won a Winston and an Orvis rod. Thought I would get 

mugged on the way to the parking lot. I hadn't been fly fishing long at that time, 

and felt very guilty walking out with those rods.  But, it also got me interested in 

getting more active with the club. 

 

It wasn't long before I was helping out with the banquets,  running a Halloween or 

October barbecue and fun day where we carved pumpkins, used a three-man sling 

shot to shoot candy across the field to kids,  ran relay races where grownups and 

kids alike had to put on fins and a float tube, and had casting contests.  By the next 

year I found myself as President and learning from such fly fishing geniuses and 

historians as Larry Naney, Rich Jenne,  Hank Urbach, Stu MacChesney, and all the 

founders.  Stu got me involved in all the true conservation issues and all the while, 

Phil and Rich would take me fishing to all their favorite spots.   

 

I lost my leg after an accident and I have many funny stories about fishing as an 

amputee.  One major accomplishment during my Presidency:  filming Stu telling 

the history of the club, as well as the federation, from the beginning. With Lynn's 

help, we were also able to compile a list of all the founders and invited them to one 

of the barbecues, and to gather and organize all the old Fly Dopes and historical 

paperwork and establish a file at Bob McParland's office.  I was active with the 

early Trout in the Classroom projects, was editor of the Fly Dope for a year or 

two,  organized clean-up projects on the Kings River and helped out with the ban-

quet, all while raising the family and working as a Nurse Case Manager full time. 

 

Fly Fishing has taken a very back seat now, since Phil was diagnosed with Alzhei-

mer's Disease.  Recently, my Grandson was visiting from Germany and in-

formed  me that he was interested in learning how to fly fish, so out came the gear 

and over to the ponds and rivers we went to pass on whatever knowledge and skills 

I have acquired - passing the energy onto another generation.  My seven year old 

granddaughter is also interested and getting to be quite the little caster.

This is a pattern for a Skwala Stonefly that was found on the Kings River. They are 
one of the first Stoneflies of the season. Look for them on bright sunny days begin-
ning in February. The picture is of a male. The female has a dark egg sack.  
 

Hook:   TMC 200R or Daiichi 1270 it is a curved hook, size 10. 
Thread:   Yellow 6/0  
Tail and Antenna:   Moose body hair as light as possible. 
Egg Sack:   Black Antron dubbing 
Abdomen:   The rear part is Paxtonôs Buggy Nymph Golden Stone dubbing; the front     
part is SLF Yellow dubbing.          
Thorax:   SLF Yellow dubbing 
Wing:   Cow Elk body hair, grey in color. 
Thorax Hackle:   Three turns of barred ginger hackle. 
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
