
KLINKHAAMER SPECIAL

Here is a fly developed by Hans van Klinken that has become popular all over the 

world. The different thing about this fly is that it floats on the hackle and the abdomen 

hangs under the water surface. It is a perfect emerger or egg laying fly pattern. Here is 

the original recipe. When tying this fly, try to match the insect colors. 

 

Hook: Partridge GRS15ST, size 14 ï 8 for trout and grayling. Partridge CS54 size 6 for 

salmon. For flies tied on the CS54 double the amount of Poly yarn, herl and hackle 

windings. 

Thread: Uni-thread, 8/0 grey or tan for the body. Use Danvilleôs Spider web 18/0 for the 

parachute. 

Wing post: One strand of white Poly-yarn 

Abdomen: Dry fly dubbing or quill. 

Thorax: Three strands of Peacock herl 

Hackle: One large hackle, tied parachute 

Materials used to tie the fly. 



 

 

Tools used to tie the fly. 

 



Place the hook in a vise and make a thread base to tie materials on. 

 

Tie in the poly-yarn at the wing position. Try to taper the material. 

 

 



Dub a tapered abdomen.  

 

Tie in the hackle forcing the stem up the wing. 

 

 



Tie in three peacock herl. Twist, use a loop or wrap straight . 

 

Wrap the Peacock Herl, secure and finish the head. Change the position of the fly in 

the vise. Tie in the Spider Web thread. 

 



Wrap the hackle right to left forcing each wrap under the proceeding wrap. Whip finish 

the fly on the hackle stem. 

 

Secure and cut the tying thread. Trim the wing material and remove stray fibers.
