
SPRUCE STREAMER 

 

The Spruce Streamer originated in Oregon to imitate an insect found in 

spruce timber and because of its effectiveness has found its way in many 

knowledgeable fly fishermen everywhere. Here is the receipt to tie it. 

HEAD:            BLACK 6/0 THEAD 

HOOK:           SIZE 12 TO 4  streamer 3x or 4x long 

TAIL:              FOUR OR FIVE PEACOCK SWORD FIBERS tied 11/4 hook 

gape with  

AFT BODY:    RED WOOL about 1/3 of the body length 

FOR BODY:   PEACOCK HERL about 2/3 of the body length 

WING:            SILVER BADGER HACKLE TIPS extending just past the tail 

in length 

THROAT:       SILVER BADGER HACKLE fold the hackle, if you donôt know 

how, you need to attend a class. 



 

Cover hook shank with thread. 

 
 

Tie in Peacock Sword on top of hook 1 ¼ hook gape long. 

 



 

Tie in Red Wool yarn for aft body and coat tie in area with flex cement. 

 

 

Wrap Red Wool yarn covering 1/3 of the hook shank length. 

 



Tie in about five peacock herl at tips and make loop of thread twisting with 

herl. 

 

 

Wrap the herl rope forward 2/3 hook shank and secure. 

 



Trim the excess herl and make sure there is room to tie wing and hackle. 

 

 

Select two hackles for the wing. 

 

 



Size the length and tie in the hackle tips. 

 

 

Select the hackle to be used and fold the hackle. 

 

 



Tie in the tip of the folded hackle. 

 

 

Wrap the hackle, secure and trim the excess. Make a small neat head. 

 

 



Notice the V shape of the wings. 

 

 

The finished fly. 
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
